Unlike the larger District and County Councils the Town Council receives no
funding from Central Government or Business Rates, so the net cost of our

services is funded entirely from the council tax payers of Lechlade on Thames.

The small element of your council tax which comes our way, based on a Band D
property equates to £ 133.49 per annum which is £2.57 perweek. This represents an

annual increase of £3.42 or 29p per month.

The Town Council promotes the interests of Lechlade on Thames in its
representations to other bodies, and works in partnership with Cotswold
District Council, Gloucestershire County Council,and otheragencies to provide
and supplement local government services within Lechlade on Thames. The
Town Council is consulted on all planning applications made in respect of
properties in Lechlade on Thames and written representations are submitted.




Meetings of the Town Council are open to the press and public and all meetings are
publicised on the Town Councils notice boards and web site -
www.lechladeonthames.co.uk. There is an opportunity for members of the public to
raise any comments or queries that they have with the Town Council. It is helpful if
you contact us prior to attending the meeting so that the Council is betterinformed

and able to help you.
