Development Plan
The purpose of bringing this decision to the Cabinet Member was to consider whether
the Fairford Neighbourhood Plan, as modified, meets the Basic Conditions required by

the Localism Act, and therefore proceeds to a referendum on 4™ May 2023.

3. Stow and the Swells Neighbourhood Plan

The officer wished to note that it is the opportunity for Cotswold District Council to
share its thoughts on the plan’s ambitions for the area.

The Cabinet Member was grateful to be invited to a meeting in Stow with officers of the
Council on the plan which was highlighted as a complex piece of work.
