The impact on the wider landscape will be huge as Stow is a
very visible hilltop settlement, on approach from some beautiful protected countryside across
the Evenlode valley, and the housing development will be unpleasantly visible to many as it
is across the side of the hill. Tourism is a major factor in livelihoods in Stow, and removing
traffic from the centre and adding an unsightly huge development will deter travelling tourists
from leaving the Fosseway (A429) and enjoying the current market town — there is already a
car park in the town that is rarely busy. Many older local residents in the surrounding villages
need access by car to the centre of Stow for crucial services, as there is no public transport
to utilise.

An alternative proposal by Bayhill Property for more
sustainable and relevant housing of exactly this 37 property need near St George's field
matches this need much better, in an area closer to all needed facilities, without excess
development. This large development will only encourage buy-to-let and second holiday
home buyers, of which there are already too many, rather than aid current local residents.
There are over 100 empty properties, some part of the 2 new developments built in Stow
recently, that have not been sold. Another problem regarding the sustainable factor is that
there is no provision for additional GP services, district nursing or school provision in the
Neighbourhood plan, putting the current already overloaded services under more pressure.

What improvements or modifications would you suggest? | would like to
add my support to comments already voiced on this subject. “ Whilst many of the objectives
and aims of the plan might be considered good, there are some that give great cause for
concern. In particular, the proposal of a large development on a site north east of Stow and
the removal of car parking spaces in the square. The development to the north east of Stow
is on the four fields behind Tesco and Hawkesbury Place. This site is currently agricultural
land in a prominent hill-top position in the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. This land
should be protected by the National Planning Policy Framework and should not be built on
except in exceptional circumstances. This development is for 240 houses, 70 of which will
be affordable. (The plan only refers to 170 because some of the land is within Broadwell
Parish but these 70 further houses are part of the same development.) This is not even in
line with Cotswold District Council’s Local Plan which states that STC should be looking to
allocate small and medium-sized sites defined as no larger than 1 hectare. Not only is this
site outside the Development Boundary for Stow but it is too large. It would be completely
out of proportion with the size of the town. STC have identified the need to provide 37
affordable houses between now and 2031. However, the need for affordable housing in
Stow has already been met by the development that has been granted permission on the
Oddington Road site. STC also propose to build a new car park here and to take out one
third of the parking in the Square. This car park will be a 15 minute walk to the square. It is
hard to believe this will be of economic benefit to the businesses in Stow. Many of us drive to
Stow to do quick errands and pick up provisions. We will be deterred from doing so by
increased congestion and fewer parking spaces. A 15 minute walk to and from the new car
park is not a practical alternative. The Maugersbury Road car park is already under-used,
despite being closer to the centre.  STC also propose a community hub building on the
land north east of Stow. There has been insufficient consideration for the running and
management of this commercial building. It cannot be considered necessary to build



something of this nature on a site within an AONB. STC assert that the site is well
connected to the town. This is not true. Vehicular access will be via Broadwell Hill lane. The
junction of Broadwell Hill land and the A429 is already often very congested. Villages to the
north and east of Stow are very concerned that this will lead to even more cars diverting
through them in order to avoid Stow. Donnington, Broadwell, Evenlode and Oddington
already suffer from this and, when even more traffic is generated by all the development this
side of Moreton, this will only get worse. In addition, the National Planning Policy
Framework says that a town council should not be building on land within the AONB except
in exceptional circumstances. These are not exceptional circumstances. The Government
says that “in order to meet the basic conditions, your neighbourhood plan must: have regard
to national policies (including the National Planning Policy Framework) and advice contained
in guidance issued by the Secretary of State.” This plan does not. ™

Beauty (AONB) or the local population level. Location: The proposal is at a prominent
location, which also falls in to an AONB and encroaches on to a Conservation Area. The
proposed site is viewable from local villages which would compromise the AONB status of
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are of particular importance. This development would threaten this status in the locality and,
in turn, affect nocturnal wildlife, of which there are many species in the area. This would
have a negative environmental impact on surrounding villages. The position of the proposed
development would impact Stow-on-the-Wold and local villages.

(A429 Fosseway) that the proposed access leads out to does not cope with the high volume
of traffic at present, which, in a rural area, is unavoidable. Public transport services are
extremely limited and cars are relied upon. It is reasonable to assume that 240 homes will
lead to at least an extra 240 cars on the roads, but more likely to be higher than this as many
homes are two car households. Commuter traffic in privately owned cars will be unavoidable
as work in the immediate area to warrant alternative forms of transport is limited. Air pollution
would be increased, as currently the volumes of traffic can cause wait times travelling in
either direction on the A429 toward Stow-on-the-Wold or Moreton-in-Marsh from ten minutes
to one hour, which is exacerbated during peak holiday season. By way of example, during
peak holidays | have waited in traffic for an hour to travel two miles to access Stow
Veterinary Surgery. The additional traffic congestion would likely cause strain to emergency
vehicles accessing local properties at times of need.

The scale of this development would put additional pressure on roads and existing traffic
flow as well as infrastructure and local services such as schools, doctors, dentists. The road
that this proposed development immediately accesses is not at all suitable for a high volume
of cars as it is a single track country lane in places, regularly used by cyclists and horse
riders. This leads in to Broadwell village and is not safe as an exit and access point. The
villages of Donnington, Broadwell, and other surrounding small villages will likely be used as
through routes to avoid long traffic waiting times on the A429. This is already occurring
through Donnington and Broadwell when traffic is at a high volume along the A429 and any
increase in traffic using these villages as a cut through can cause a hazard to pedestrians,
cyclists and horse riders through these narrow village lanes, particularly where there are no
pavements. These small villages cater for cyclists, walkers and horse riders and have well-
used public footpaths, such as Monarchs Way, and bridleways running through them. An
increase of traffic is a concern. The Neighbourhood Plan states: "The transport strategy shall
seek to discourage traffic generated by the housing, public car park and community hub
schemes from travelling east on Broadwell Lane towards Broadwell village,” but it is unclear
how this would be achieved, and this is simply to discourage, rather than prevent, traffic
using Broadwell as a cut-through to avoid traffic on the A429. There is a concern that
reducing parking in Stow town will reduce the number of people visiting the town which could



in turn impact businesses. The 801 bus service to Cheltenham which travels between Stow-
on-the-Wold and Moreton-in-Marsh runs at roughly 90 minute intervals between 0645 and
1945 and does not run on a Sunday, so cars are a necessity in the area. When driving to
Stow-on-the-Wold parking in or close to town can be difficult during peak times, but by
reducing the number of spaces this would likely deter residents from visiting town, and
particularly those who have mobility issues.

Currently, the
sewage station in Broadwell fails to cope with the current capacity. Unfortunately, this
occasionally leads to raw sewage being discharged in Broadwell, causing unpleasant issues
for Broadwell residents. A new housing development would only increase this.

Without the presence of soakaways on the development site there is a concern that surface
run-off could increase the flood risk in Broadwell. The village experienced a serious flood in
2007, and in more recent years, streams have risen above the banks and hill run-off has
flooded village roads. The flood risk has been recognised by Cotswold District Council and
has allocated funding to mitigate against flood risk. However, there is a concern that these
measures, which have been developed on the basis of Broadwell and the locality as it is at
present, would not be sufficient against a large scale development such as this proposal.

objections: Stow have identified the need for 37 affordable houses. | have no issue with the
building of affordable houses, however there is absolutely no justification for building the 170
or 240 houses. Those who can afford to buy the private houses are very unlikely to have
employment in Stow, where the main jobs are the lower income professions of caring, retail



and tourism, so will be driving to employment elsewhere vastly increasing the already bad
traffic situation. In addition there are over 100 empty properties for older residents as part of
the two new developments built in Stow recently. The houses are being built on top of a hill
in an AONB and will be clearly visible across the Evenlode valley. This does not fit with an
area of outstanding natural beauty or a conservation area. The plan is outside the area of
permitted development in Stow and would be building on greenbelt land which is currently
agricultural land. There is no provision in the plan for any highway recommendations. Stow
is becoming much more congested with often lengthy waiting times on the Fosse Way. The
volume of traffic through the A429 is growing as is the traffic through Broadwell, which will
become a rat run for cars avoiding Stow and the inevitable traffic, cutting the corner off to
travel between the Fosse Way and Chipping Norton, Kingham, Daylesford, Bledington area.
The Broadwell Hill road between Broadwell and Stow is single track and unsuitable for heavy
traffic. It frequently has wide vehicle farm traffic on it and two blind corners. There is no
provision for the traffic to pull out onto the Fosse Way, potentially causing long queues. STC
are keen for the development to go ahead as it will also include community benefits such as
a new 150 space car park and a new community centre. There are already two under used
community centres in Stow and there is already a large car park in Maugersbury Park, Stow
which is under used. For people who live outside Stow, the plan to remove parking from
Stow Square and make them walk in from the car parks, could potentially discourage them
from driving into Stow at all. There are no sewerage infrastructure upgrades mentioned in
the plan. The sewage from the new housing estate would be gravity fed down Broadwell Hill
to the pumping station on the Oddington Road. When this plant becomes over used it will
back up along the land by Evenlode Road in Broadwell and possibly have implications in our
village for sewerage not getting away as it should do. There is also the issue of a large part
of the hill being built on with concrete affecting water drainage and run off, potentially
affecting Broadwell at the bottom of the hill with flooding. Cirencester, Bourton and Moreton
have already been designated as the key towns of expansion in the Cotswolds NOT

Stow. The number of residents who completed the survey in 2022 was 214 - around 11% of
households. This plan is based on a narrow range of views from Stow residents. Hopefully
more people will comment on the plan as the consultation has now been publicised. There
is no provision for additional GP services or district nursing in the Neighbourhood Plan
putting the current already overloaded services under more pressure.

The reasons
are set out below: - 1). This is an inappropriate development in an ‘Area of Outstanding
Natural Beauty’. The development is high on the skyline, will be very visible and increase
light pollution. 2). The surface water from the development will more immediately find its way
down to Broadwell. There is a flood risk here, as the Village was flooded by surface water
run-off in 2007. The development plan notes the possible flood risk to the site, but there is
no mention of the increased flood risk to Broadwell. It is inappropriate for this development
to be considered without a detailed plan to prevent further flooding to Broadwell and the
properties down the hill. 3). The foul water will need to be processed in the treatment plant
by Sydenham farm. It is Unlikely this plant can handle an increase without further overflow
to the river. The local rivers are routes to the small streams that are a breeding ground for
many varieties of fish. Even the small stream in Broadwell attracts Brown Trout to breed
below the Church in Winter. It is inappropriate for this development to be considered without
a detailed plan to deal with foul water and surface water run off. 4). The additional traffic
entering the Fosseway will further increase the time to travel from Moreton In Marsh to Stow
and Bourton on the Water. This journey can already take over an hour. The additional 300
or so cars from the new development in Moreton in Marsh will make this journey worse,
before additional vehicles if another new development below Tesco were added. The
increase in already lengthy response times for emergency vehicles will put residents in the
surrounding areas at greater risk. 5). At peak times there is additional traffic flowing through
Broadwell as a ‘Rat-Run’, many drives have travelled some distance and on reaching the
congestion that is Moreton in Marsh and Stow, are angry and frustrated. Their Satnavs find
a route through Broadwell. Many drivers ignore the rights of way at junctions by the green
and speed through the Village. The new development at Moreton in Marsh will make this
problem worse, before being compounded by additional traffic if new development below
Tesco goes ahead. This journey along the Fossway would then best be described as
‘Extreme’ and unworkable for visitors to Cotswold Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. The
roads into and out of Broadwell are narrow and often poorly maintained, such that potholes
and broken edges are already claiming our car tyres. 6). A proportion of the houses on a
new development below Tesco will be bought either as second homes, or holiday

lets. There are already almost 50 holiday lets in Stow alone, before counting many more in
the outlying Villages. This will further increase the weekend peak traffic on the Fosseway to
the frustration of drivers and will provide very little benefit for the town. 7). There is already
pressure on the local Medical Facility in Stow. This development combined with completion
of the 100 or so empty retirement homes in Stow will overstretch the existing facility.

Rather than re write the
comments | include them here in support of them. Whilst many of the objectives and aims
of the plan might be considered good, there are some that give great cause for concern. In
particular, the proposal of a large development on a site north east of Stow and the removal
of car parking spaces in the square. The development to the north east of Stow is on the
four fields behind Tesco and Hawkesbury Place. This site is currently agricultural land in a
prominent hill-top position in the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. This land should be
protected by the National Planning Policy Framework and should not be built on except in
exceptional circumstances. This development is for 240 houses, 70 of which will be
affordable. (The plan only refers to 170 because some of the land is within Broadwell Parish
but these 70 further houses are part of the same development.) This is not even in line with
Cotswold District Council’s Local Plan which states that STC should be looking to allocate
small and medium-sized sites defined as no larger than 1 hectare. Not only is this site
outside the Development Boundary for Stow but it is too large. It would be completely out of
proportion with the size of the town. STC have identified the need to provide 37 affordable
houses between now and 2031. However, the need for affordable housing in Stow has
already been met by the development that has been granted permission on the Oddington
Road site. STC also propose to build a new car park here and to take out one third of the
parking in the Square. This car park will be a 15 minute walk to the square. Itis hard to
believe this will be of economic benefit to the businesses in Stow. Many of us drive to Stow
to do quick errands and pick up provisions. We will be deterred from doing so by increased
congestion and fewer parking spaces. A 15 minute walk to and from the new car park is not
a practical alternative. The Maugersbury Road car park is already under-used, despite



being closer to the centre. STC also propose a community hub building on the land north
east of Stow. There has been insufficient consideration for the running and management of
this commercial building. It cannot be considered necessary to build something of this
nature on a site within an AONB. STC assert that the site is well connected to the

town. This is not true. Vehicular access will be via Broadwell Hill lane. The junction of
Broadwell Hill land and the A429 is already often very congested. Villages to the north and
east of Stow are very concerned that this will lead to even more cars diverting through them
in order to avoid Stow. Donnington, Broadwell, Evenlode and Oddington already suffer from
this and, when even more traffic is generated by all the development this side of Moreton,
this will only get worse. In addition, the National Planning Policy Framework says that a
town council should not be building on land within the AONB except in exceptional
circumstances. These are not exceptional circumstances. The Government says that “in
order to meet the basic conditions, your neighbourhood plan must: have regard to national
policies (including the National Planning Policy Framework) and advice contained in
guidance issued by the Secretary of State.” This plan does not. Speaking for myself | would
like to add that what stow needs is a small number of genuinely affordable flats or
appartments or small houses not a giant development of mostly unaffordable homes to
further congest and forever ruin our tiny town by growing it beyond all recognition or capacity

In this context these
errata are too numerous to list, but permeate throughout the documents creating a culture
and tone that | believe does not accurately reflect the "on the ground" experience of people
living and active in Stow and its environs. | will expound on the material ones later in my
comments.  A. STRATEGIC FAILURE Misguided and misinformed strategic

assumptions At a strategic level, the documentation has a tone of "Make Stow Great Again”
which whilst an admirable objective often fails to account for current and past thinking/events
surrounding the Town and its environs. The result is the documentation often uses
misguided and misinformed assumptions thus undermining the documentation's wider
observations and recommendations.  Failure to acknowledge wider macro trends Whilst
I'm sure no one wishes to see the Town descend into an old people's ghetto, the proposed
Plan often chooses to neglect the wider macro trends within the area, the county and indeed
the UK as a whole.  These vary from that of an ageing population in general, an increasing
urbanisation of the youth seeking wider opportunities and a preponderance of large
employment opportunities being offered (in an increasingly concentrated world) by a smaller
number of multi-national organisations in large cities. So the macro trends weigh heavily



against many of the underlying assumptions in the proposed Plan. Moreover, the
documentation recognises that despite these macro trends actually the Town has done
remarkably well in recent years compared to national trends. Despite this the documentation
still drives relentlessly on with its proposals based on its misinformed assumptions.

Other elected bodies more rational plans have been over-looked The Local Plans
drawn up by other locally elected democratic organisations acknowledge these macro trends
and incorporate them in their plans for the future. So, for example Cotswold District
Council (“*CDC”) has already opined on the future for Stow and has additionally decided that
Moreton and Bourton ( the latter barely mentioned in the documentation) are the more
appropriate locations for residential and commercial development. The rationale for this is
clearly defined and of course reflects on the more obvious facts that these locations are
geographically more appropriate to develop, have larger populations and critical mass and
actually are in easy reach of Stow. This more sensible and rational approach is ignored and
indeed denied in the proposed Neighbourhood Plan. It is clearly stated in the CDC
plans and those of others that Stow is not the place to develop in a manner as proposed by
the proposed Neighbourhood Plan. This is surely confirmed by Stow not being recognised
as a Principal Settlement unlike Moreton and Bourton. As such, the documentation
misleadingly selects certain statements and misrepresents the clear and unequivocal
intention and strategy of CDC and others.  Affordability and Second Homes - a wider issue
requiring a different approach The documentation in addressing the issue of second home
ownership mistakenly conflates issues and once again reaches a misinformed
conclusion. In the absence of banning second homes, which is beyond the remit of the
Town Council, the concerns raised in the documentation around second homes then
suggest that the Neighbourhood Plan will resolve

Whilst many of
the objectives and aims of the plan might be considered good, there are some that give
great cause for concern. In particular, the proposal of a large development on a site north
east of Stow and the removal of car parking spaces in the square. The development to the
north east of Stow is on the four fields behind Tesco and Hawkesbury Place. This site is
currently agricultural land in a prominent hill-top position in the Area of Outstanding Natural
Beauty. This land should be protected by the National Planning Policy Framework and
should not be built on except in exceptional circumstances. This development is for 240
houses, 70 of which will be affordable. (The plan only refers to 170 because some of the
land is within Broadwell Parish but these 70 further houses are part of the same
development.) This is not even in line with Cotswold District Council’s Local Plan which
states that STC should be looking to allocate small and medium-sized sites defined as no
larger than 1 hectare. Not only is this site outside the Development Boundary for Stow but it
is too large. It would be completely out of proportion with the size of the town.  STC have
identified the need to provide 37 affordable houses between now and 2031. However, the
need for affordable housing in Stow has already been met by the development that has been
granted permission on the Oddington Road site. = STC also propose to build a new car
park here and to take out one third of the parking in the Square. This car park will be a 15
minute walk to the square. It is hard to believe this will be of economic benefit to the
businesses in Stow. Many of us drive to Stow to do quick errands and pick up
provisions. We will be deterred from doing so by increased congestion and fewer parking
spaces. A 15 minute walk to and from the new car park is not a practical alternative. The
Maugersbury Road car park is already under-used, despite being closer to the centre. STC
also propose a community hub building on the land north east of Stow. There has been
insufficient consideration for the running and management of this commercial building. It
cannot be considered necessary to build something of this nature on a site within an AONB.
STC assert that the site is well connected to the town. This is not true. Vehicular
access will be via Broadwell Hill lane. The junction of Broadwell Hill land and the A429 is
already often very congested. Villages to the north and east of Stow are very concerned that
this will lead to even more cars diverting through them in order to avoid Stow. Donnington,
Broadwell, Evenlode and Oddington already suffer from this and, when even more traffic is
generated by all the development this side of Moreton, this will only get worse. In addition,
the National Planning Policy Framework says that a town council should not be building on
land within the AONB except in exceptional circumstances. These are not exceptional
circumstances. The Government says that “in order to meet the basic conditions, your
neighbourhood plan must: have regard to national policies (including the National Planning
Policy Framework) and advice contained in guidance issued by the Secretary of State.” This
plan does not.

If
the Neighbourhood Plan is permitted to proceed to a referendum without amendment, |
believe that the breaches of the NPPF are such that Judicial Review would be the
appropriate course of action against this plan. 1. POLICY SSNP7 DOES NOT MEET THE
REQUIREMENTS OF PARAGRAPH 183 OF THE NATIONAL PLANNING POLICY
FRAMEWORK Paragraph 183 of the NPPF requires that “[w]hen considering applications
for development within [...] Areas of Outstanding Natural Beauty, permission should be
refused for major development other than in exceptional circumstances, and where it can be
demonstrated that the development is in the public interest”. According to paragraph 183
NPPF, this will only be the case where the following three conditions are met: 1.

There must be a need for the development. 2. There must be no alternatives to the
development; and 3. The proposal must show that any detrimental effects on the
environment, landscape, and recreational opportunities will be moderated. Policy SSNP7
does not satisfy any of these conditions. 1 There is no need for the proposed
development There is no need for 170-240 new houses in Stow on the Wold or the
Swells. This is evidenced by the Stow on the Wold and the Swells Neighbourhood Plan
Housing Need Assessment (the “HNA”), which identified a need for just “4 homes per annum
(rounded) or 37 homes over the Neighbourhood Plan period (2021-2031)” in Stow on the
Wold and the Swells. This need has now been met with the approval, on 13 December
2023, for a development of 37 new, affordable houses (Application No. 23/01513/FUL). No
additional evidence has been provided as to housing need above and beyond that identified
by the HNA, the Policy SSNP7 therefore fails to meet the first test. 2 There are alternatives
to the plan Even if Stow on the Wold'’s identified need for 37 houses had not already been
met by the Oddington Road development, there would have been alternatives ways to meet
this need. For instance, there remain over one hundred empty, unsold properties in Stow’s
two most recent retirement developments more than two years after these were
completed. These could have been (and still could be) redesignated as properties for
affordable or social rent or affordable ownership. Such a proposal would go some way to
addressing Stow Town Council’'s own Policy SSNP5, which acknowledges Stow’s current
“oversupply” of age-restricted housing. 3  Policy SSNP7 does not contain legitimate
measures to moderate the detrimental effects to the environment and landscape Policy
SSNP7 would have severe negative effects on the local environment and landscape
including loss of habitat and carbon storage on the greenbelt development site; significant
additional road traffic and congestion; increased flood risk in Broadwell; greater risk of
sewage discharges into local rivers; and, damage to the natural beauty of the AONB and
conservation area. The Neighbourhood Plan does not propose any meaningful plans to
moderate these detrimental effects and therefore fails to meet the third requirement of
paragraph 183 of the NPPF.

The proposed housing development to
the rear of Tesco’s is major development in the Cotswolds National Landscape but the NDP
fails to demonstrate the necessary exceptional circumstances and the development is not in
the public interest. The Local Plan is on track to deliver the required 5 year land supply. The
housing expected to be provided in Stow has been met and is expected to be exceeded by
59 homes. The NDP proposal for 170 additional homes would more than double the
dwellings anticipated at Stow over the Local Plan period. There is no demonstrable need for
open market housing and the affordable housing need will be met by the recent planning
approval for the site on Oddington Road. The site of the proposed new development is
located within the AONB/National Landscape and is on productive Grade 3 agricultural land.
It would be highly visible as it is very open to the north, south and east, with wide sweeping
views across the Cotswolds landscape towards Oddington, Adlestrop, Cornwell, Chastleton
and Kingham. The NDP does not promote a sustainable pattern of development that aligns
growth and infrastructure.

justification. None of these conditions are met by this plan. The nature of the area, with small
communities distributed across an extraordinary and protected natural landscape,
compounds the risk of local decisions being made without consultation with, or consideration
for, the needs and utility of the people affected by them. In objecting to this plan, principally
on the basis of Policy SSNP7, | would, above all, like to express my concern at the lack of
awareness there appears to be, given how intrusive the proposals are, from service
providers (eg the doctors’ surgery), shopkeepers (many of whom do not live in Stow) and
residents of Stow and the surrounding area (as evidenced by response to door-knocking of
residents). For this reason, should this Plan proceed any further, | strongly request that the
constituency that votes on the plan includes the wider area that is affected by it — at the very
least, all the satellite villages and occupants of the surrounding countryside. The outcomes
are sufficiently existential for this approach to be justified. I'd also note that the level of
appropriate consultation in the preparation of this plan has been very poor and that if the one
satellite community that is nominally included in the Plan — The Swells - is also concerned
about SSNP7, it would enormously undermine the claim that the plan is in any way fit for
purpose or supported locally. Taking the many technical and precedent-based arguments
against Policy SSNP7 - in the documents referred to above and elsewhere - as read, | would
simply like to say that this development presents an existential threat to the AONB and those
who live here: The position of the proposed development would clearly, demonstrably and
permanently compromise the landscape and historic vistas from the North and East of

Stow. There are serious problems with the proposals around parking and the potential shift
in the centre of gravity of the commercial centre — and life of — an historic town, particularly
given the topography, its distance from the town centre and the proposed expansion of the
Tesco site. Access to Stow and its environs will be threatened by a road system that is
already overloaded — the regular back-up of traffic on the Fosse Way by the proposed site
access and the increasing use of country lanes and village roads as rat runs are well
documented and easily experienced. Both these factors will make Stow less able to serve
the surrounding countryside, rather than more. The impact on services and safety is a real
concern.

We do not have infrastructure in place for these extra
homes: lack of GP services, lack of local schools and a sewage system that is already
overburdened and flows directly beneath Broadwell. How will it cope with another 170



households and the waste associated with this? It will most likely not. Flooding risks have
also been raised by BPC. These are not inconsiderable, given the challenges we will face in
the future with climate change, making events like the 2007 floods more likely. During those
floods water poured off the fields and flooded homes in the village. A large development of
houses with the associated increased in concrete surfaces will clearly increase the risk of
run off during times of heavy rain. Water runs downhill. Broadwell is at the bottom of the hill.
My primary objection is the increase in traffic through the village, which will be exponential if
this development goes ahead. The Fosseway is already overburdened and people have
started cutting through Broadwell as a consequence. This will be significantly worse if the
development goes ahead: no one exiting the development is going to sit in a long queue of
traffic to get onto the A429 when they can just cut through Broadwell. As well as extra noise
and pollution associated with this in a peaceful Cotswolds village, there are significant safety
issues. Broadwell lane is narrow, steep and has blind bends. During the winter months
surface water freezes and the lower stretch can be hazardous. If you have multiple vehicles
attempting to use this road then accidents will be inevitable...loss of life possible. It is
important to note that the road is not just used by cars. We have multiple cyclists coming
through and walkers and pedestrians. There is a major walking route, the Monarch’s Way.
We also regularly see holiday makers walking up to Stow, often with dogs and pushchairs in
tow.

There is no need for this housing now the affordable housing needs identified has been met
by the 37 affordable houses approved for planning on 13the Dec. The housing plan
proposed is a MAJOR development and its impact on the landscape and conservation areas
close by will be significant and unnecessary. AONB is designated to preserve the landscape
for generations to come and building a large unnecessary housing estate in a hilltop location
is not preserving the town’s future. There will be visible light pollution, displacement of
animal habitats, possible archaeological impacts, for no sustainable gain. There is already
an over build in Cotswold District council of housing which is deemed necessary to 2030.
There is no need to release further sites for housing, and certainly not in small market town
where there is not the infrastructure to cope with the new homes from Traffic, sewerage,
schools, GP. Etc. Interestingly, the GP surgery has not been consulted on the SSNP, which
is very worrying given the large number of additional people the plan proposes to house in
the town. This oversight to discuss with the GP team for the town shows lack of thought,
clarity and consequences in formulating the plan. The GP surgery could not cope with the
additional housing proposed. The housing will cause significant traffic issues on the A429/
Fosseway. This is a large trunk road used continuously by vehicles travelling through the
town. This already causes a huge amount of delay on a daily basis. The queues to get
through Stow are regularly back 0.5 mile — 1 mile (30 mins unnecessary extra travel time)
from the North side of town, and often double stacked up the dual carriageway for entry
from the south (20-25 min additional waiting time) The road congestion is un sustainable
especially as there is a large housing estate in Moreton currently being built, adding a further
estimated 460 cars onto the local road network. The road system just cannot cope. The
terrible current traffic situation causes a knock on impact in the local villages with cars and
lorries cutting through on “rat runs” to avoid the traffic queues heading through Stow. This
will only get worse with the additional houses in Moreton. The roads are full already and cant
cope with any more traffic. The plan proposes that 70 of the 240 homes be built outside of
Stow town boundary on Broadwell Parish Land. Broadwell Parish have not been consulted
on the SSNP at any stage and have had no input, despite being a very closely located
village to Stow. The SSNP suggest they were asked and declined to take part in the plan,
but this was not the case, they were never asked to collaborate. In summary, | object to the
SSNP for the above reasons. There is no need to consider such large scale and Major
change to Stow and the Swells and all the neighbouring villages that this will impact. Many
of the objectives identified can be met through a more thoughtful and more intelligent use of
the town’s current resources. This is a hilltop settlement in an AONB with a highly visible
footprint across the surrounding landscape. Please look after our very valuable AONB and
preserve it for further generations.

is the nearest town to Bledington, and any substantial developments in the town will
potentially impact the residents of this village. SNDP's vision of Stow in the Wold as a
thriving community with sufficient housing for all ages, some of which should be affordable,
is commendable. However, although some plans for the site (eg community hall and car
parking) are potentially useful, the overall scale of this development - 170 houses with likely
another 70 in Broadwell Parish- appears to be out of proportion to the town's predicted
needs. Indeed 37 affordable homes by Oddington Road were recently approved by the
CDC in December 2023. It is estimated that 240 houses would be an approximately 30%
increase in the population of Stow and its environs, which is a considerable amount. Such
an increase would inevitably lead to substantially more traffic congestion - particularly on the
Fosse Way - and pressure on accessing facilities such as GP surgeries, and also secondary
schools such as the Cotswold School which currently appears to be maxed out on its

site. Although the SNDP accepts that the AONB is important, this large scale development
will clearly affect a number of other communities in the surrounding areas and will likely have
a knock-on effect on tourism. The SNDP's own consultation with residents re their main
issues flagged up Stow's unique townscape and environment as their number 1 concern,
and that the AONB should be conserved and not spoilt by inappropriate development. The
SNDP considers the effect on the AONB can be mitigated to some extent but it also flags up
that the important setting to the east would particularly be affected. With major
developments in an AONB, public benefit must outweigh harm; in this case, overall, that
does not appear to be the case.

Stow does need affordable
housing and this need is being fully met by the recently approved affordable homes
development at the Bayhill site on the Oddington Road — a plan | wholly applaud and is
much more suitable scale and directly addresses Stow’s needs. The impact of adding
roughly another third in number of houses to Stow is very material. This site including the
homes in both the adjacent Broadwell Parish and the Bayhill development is an addition of
277 homes to Stow (assuming 3 residents per new home then that is an additional
population of 831 individuals compared to Stow’s most recent census population of 1,905 —
an increase of 43.6%). In my view there are two major impacts that need to be

considered: The visual impact of a huge housing development on Stow and the
surrounding landscape. Stow is in a unique position as being a hilltop market town and the
highest within the Cotswolds and AONB. Stow can be seen from miles around and building
such a major development of up to 240 homes would have a large urban appearance and
materially damage one of the most valued views in the Cotswold AONB. Traffic and
congestion in Stow is already a major problem. Adding 277 houses to the town will further
exacerbate a known problem. We already experience huge delays driving to and through
Stow. The Bloor site has already been discounted as being unsuitable for housing
allocation in the CDC Local Plan. SSNP7 goes against policies S13, EN1, EN4, EN5 and
EN10-12 in the CDC local plan. Related to this is the proposal to move car parking out of
the town square to the new housing site. Shopping activity in Stow (exc. Tesco) is a mix of
tourist shopping and convenience shopping by locals. Moving the car parking so far out
means that Stow town centre is no longer convenient and residents of the local area such as
ourselves would not bother doing any shopping in Stow town centre. We are busy, working
people with young children — adding a 10 min walk in and 10 min walk out of Stow town
centre to parking would just mean we went elsewhere where we can be more time efficient.

These are not
exceptional circumstances. The need for affordable housing has been met elsewhere -
there is no account taken of the recent application for 37 affordable houses just off the
Oddington Road. This development alone fulfils Stow’s affordable housing requirement until
2031. In addition, the NPPF specifies that “great weight should be given to conserving and
enhancing the landscape and scenic beauty in AONBs which have the highest status of
protection in relation to these issues” and the “the scale and extent of development within all
these designated areas should be limited”. This site is visible right across the Evenlode
Vale, from Brailes to Churchill. The light pollution alone will not be preserving the scenic
beauty let alone the development itself and the additional traffic.All vehicular access to the



new development will be via Broadwell Hill lane. Traffic congestion here is already a serious
